Consent Docket Kevin Ward moved to approve the consent docket consisting of 

the minutes from the May 21, 2018 regular meeting; the June 

11, 2018 Finance Committee; cash positions; monthly budget 

report; and monthly bills in the amount of $832,658.67 

including payroll.

Student Recognition Golf – The team was recognized for finishing 7th in the State of 

Michigan, shooting a 2 day total of 664 – a new school scoring 

record (shaving 4 strokes off last year).  Team members 

include Joshua, Eric Berndt and Nicholas Walters; State 

qualifying team members include Nicholas Shoner, Jonathan 

Kersey, Garrett Ramos, Daniel Shovels, and Austin Fauser 

(who finished 3rd individually, at -1).  Coach Ramos said the 

team accomplished man goals – TCC Championship; Lenawee 

County Championship; and won Regionals by 16 strokes.

Focus Fund / ISSI Grant Kevin Beazley reported on the ISSI Grant.  Clinton has used 

the ISSI grant over the last 4 years to increase opportunities 

and space for career exploration in the engineering fields 

through development/improvement of courses offered, as well 

as upgrade technology and curriculum.

Fifth Grade Camp This will be the school’s 10th year at Camp Storer.  Students 

are immersed in activities relating to the Michigan Curriculum 

in Science and Social Studies, they participate daily in team-

building activities, and take a STEM engineering class 

engaging in hands-on exploration and investigations with solar 

energy.

Camp to YMCA Storer Camps on February 4 – February 6, 

2019.

Both bids met the State bid pricing guideline, with the only 

difference being one vendor (Buck & Knobby) offering free 

installation AND offered a demonstration. 

 

Chad Erickson moved that the Board purchase the new mower 

with the bagging system for $13,498 from Buck & Knobby 

Equipment Company, Inc.  Supported by Dale Wingerd.  All 

aye; motion carried. 

 

Public Comment Megan Baulch introduced herself and then silently handed each 

of the board members a document.

$4,500 grant/equipment. 

 

Elementary School:  Staff did a great job helping through the 

end of the year!
